CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

UPAA CDO CHAPTER
PREAMBLE

We, Alumni from various academic units of the University of the Philippines currently residing and/or working in NORTHERN MINDANAO, voluntarily unite ourselves to form a chapter of the UP Alumni Association (UPAA) in order strengthen our capacity to support the efforts of the University in maintaining its world class standing in the global community of institutions of  higher learning.

This Constitution is hereby promulgated  to guide us in the effective management of our Chapter for the ultimate achievement of our goals.

ARTICLE I. NAME AND OFFICE OF THE ASSOCIATION

The association shall be known as the University of the Philippines Alumni Association, Cagayan de Oro Chapter  (UPAA, CDO Chapter). Its main office shall be located at The Executive Offices, VIP Hotel, J.R. Borja St., Cagayan de Oro City.

ARTICLE II. NATURE AND OBJECTIVES

The association is a non-stock, non-profit organization. It may engage In fund-generating activities to finance its projects and activities in pursuit of its objectives.
The association’s objectives are:

· To organize the members’ collective efforts in assisting their Alma Mater in the fulfillment of its academic mission as a world-class  institution for tertiary education.

· To help strengthen the University to play its vital role in the development of Philippine society and of the Filipino nation

· To help establish an efficient placement bureau to assist UP alumni in seeking gainful employment where their professional competence is most suited.

· To act as a network of UP alumni engaged in different professions and businesses.
ARTICLE III. MEMBERSHIP

Members of this UPAA Chapter shall include persons who have obtained degrees, titles or certificates from any academic unit of the University of the Philippines, or who have completed at least 60 academic units and have not been dismissed from the University for misconduct or academic deficiency.

A total membership of at least 25 would be sufficient to form a UPAA Chapter.

ARTICLE IV. OFFICERS AND TENURES OF OFFICE

The executive officers of the association shall consist of the following:

1) President

2) Vice President

3) Secretary

4) Treasurer

5) Auditor

6) Public Relations Officer

There shall be a Board  comprised of the six (6) above-mentioned officers plus three  (3) more board members elected from the body. 

The Board may appoint two (2) Advisers.
Officers shall serve one (1) year per term, with possible re-election up to a  maximum of three (3) terms. The term shall start on July 1st of each year until the 30th of June of the following year, which shall also coincide with the Chapter’s fiscal year.  
ARTICLE V. DUTIES OF OFFICERS

President -  Shall act as the Chief Executive Officer; shall convene and chair meetings; and shall generally manage the affairs of the association.

Vice President – Shall act as the Chief Executive Officer whenever the President is absent or incapacitated.

Secretary – Shall keep minutes of all meetings and maintain records of all association activities.

Treasurer -  Shall keep safely all monies and properties of the association; shall collect all dues from the members; shall prepare  financial statements for presentation to the members from time to time and during the Annual General Meeting.

Auditor – Shall review the financial statements prepared by the Treasurer to verify their correctness and accuracy.

Public Relations Officer -  Shall serve as spokesperson and press officer and shall act as the information bridge between the association and the University and the general public.

Board Members – The three (3) additional  boardmembers, together with the rest of the officers, shall form the Board which shall act as the policy-making body of the  Chapter. 

Advisers – The two (2) Advisers shall be consulted by the Board or any of its officers from time to time, as necessary, on relevant matters
ARTICLE VI – CURRENT OFFICERS AND ELECTIONS
The election of the eleven (11) members of the Board last October  23, 2007 when this Chapter was re-activated is hereby confirmed, said Board having comprised of a Chairman, a Vice-chairman, and nine (9) members. The Board’s self-reorganization last July 29, 2008, including the appointment of two (2) Advisers, is also hereby confirmed. They shall continue to be the Chapter’s officers June 30, 2009. A list of  the said officers is hereby attached as Annex “A” for reference.   
All acts of the said Board, from October 23, 2007  until the ratification of this Constitution, are hereby  ratified. 
Thereafter, regular annual elections shall be conducted in the month of  May, the newly elected officers to assume office on the 1st day of the following July.          

ARTICLE VII – MEETINGS

The Association shall hold one Annual General Meeting (AGM) and several regular Board meetings each year as the Board sees fit to schedule. Special meetings may be convened by the President or on the initiative of at least ten (10) percent of the members in good standing whenever it is deemed necessary to act on priority or urgent matters.  Fifty percent plus one of the total membership shall constitute a quorum during AGM, Board, committee and all levels of meetings.
ARTICLE VIII – FEES 

Annual dues of  P500.00 shall be paid by members to maintain their “member in good standing”  status. Alternatively, they may pay a once-only Lifetime Membership fee of  P5,000.00. Only members in good standing can be a candidate for any officer’s post, can exercise the right to elect officers to office, and can participate in meetings.

ARTICLE IX – ACCREDITATION

The association shall gain recognition and accreditation from the Mother Unit (UPAA, Diliman, Q.C.)  by  submitting the following:

1) Chapter constitution promulgated and ratified by the members

2) List of elected officers and their tenures (start and termination of office)

3) Roster of members (indicating names, degrees, dates of graduation)

Accreditation fee (once only): P1,000 (Domestic Chapters) or $50 (Overseas Chapters)

ARTICLE X – AMENDMENTS

Any portion of this Constitution may be amended or modified if supported by at least 66 percent of the total membership.
